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Summary:

Five common types of interactivity multimodal learning environments are dialoguing, controlling, manipulating, searching, and navigating. Dialoguing allows the learner to ask a question and receive an answer or feedback. Controlling allows the learner to determine his/her pace and how they want to present the information that they have learned. Manipulating allows the learner to set parameters for their assignments as well as how to present their assignments using various forms of technology. Searching allows the learner to “google” a search, receive various answers, and then select an answer that suits their needs. Navigating allows the learner to study various subjects from various places that offer that particular subject.


Students learn from interactive multimodal learning environments through narration sounds, which is auditory and through text pictures which is visual. Both auditory and visual sensory memory skills gain attention and perception through organization (a working memory) to semantic knowledge and episodic knowledge (long-term memory). Both of these lead to back to working memory and attention and perception or back to working memory and attention and perception through motivation and affect (metacognition).


Interactive simulations and games have some potential for web-based learning because students find these entertaining and motivating. Future research should be gathered into more content based games and simulations that will allow students to improve in all areas they are presently learning. Students that are academically low like and need to be read to. If they can hear and see what is being read to them, they may have a better understanding of what is expected of them to improve their learning. Access to the Internet is not always the bet way to get the needed information, even though it is the most popular way of getting information. There are students that need to have a great deal of guidance and then there are those students who don’t need quite as much guidance. Even though there are various ways of presenting instructional tools, whether through text or video, we need to consider how to present the material in the best possible way so that all students have the right to learn the necessary material. As educators, we need to implement and use a form of assessment that will gauge preexisting knowledge to what they have learned in a particular(s).
